	What:

	Modify irrigation system to optimize distribution uniformity for use of MP Rotators and/or SMART Irrigation Controllers. Up to $15 per new or relocated head. Maximum rebate under this program is $450.

	Program Description:

	Often when converting to ET/SMART irrigation Controllers or to MP Rotators it is necessary to reconfigure your system valves or layout. This rebate is intended to: 1) partially defray the cost of repositioning new technology spray heads to achieve optimum uniformity of water distribution or     2) partially defray the cost of reconfiguring the watering zones of an irrigation system to take better advantage of an ET/ SMART Irrigation Controller. This rebate does not apply the installation of newly landscaped areas.  To take advantage of this rebate, customers should submit a plan to the Water Use Efficiency Committee for pre-approval.

	What do I need to do?

	 To optimize the performance of MP rotators, it may be necessary to relocate some of the spray head locations to achieve the best uniformity of distribution. To optimize the water saving when using an ET/SMART irrigation controller it may be necessary to reconfigure parts of an existing irrigation system to group plantings that have similar water needs onto separate irrigation circuits. To take advantage of this rebate, customers should:

1. Analyze the present irrigation system to determine what, if any changes are warranted.
2. Make a rough drawing with some dimensioning to show the existing parts of the irrigation system that you intend to modify.

3. On the same drawing or on a second drawing show a rough layout with the proposed reconfigured system indicating which portions of the existing system will be retained, which will be abandoned and where new distribution points will be installed.

4. Submit the drawings of the proposed changes to a member of the Water Use Efficiency Committee for approval. 

5. Install your new system. Please keep receipts for materials and invoices for the labor (if yo use a contractor). Be sure to indicate which portions of the materials and labor are applicable to the approved portion of the plan submitted if you plan to do other work at the same time.
6. Once the installation is completed, please fill in the rebate request form on the flip side of this page (or page two if receiving this information on-line). Remember, the maximum rebate under this plan is $450.
