Water Movement Control Initiative (WMCI)

Mission:

Ensuring water movement-related public safety, public health and environmental quality within the LTW/VV area through ensuring availability of the surface and subsurface movement control systems needed to achieve those effects while avoiding negative downstream consequences.

Goals:

· A full understanding and description of the complex shared topography, geology and hydrology of the LTW/VV area.

· A detailed map and analysis of surface and subsurface water movement patterns and volumes, with locations of existing movement control systems, and including: 

· Identification of actual/potential LTW/VV and downstream risks to public safety, public health and the environment created by those movement patterns and volumes (e.g., landslides, flooding, dissemination of environmental contaminants etc.)

· Identification of actual/potential area and downstream beneficial uses of existing surface and subsurface water movement patterns and volumes (e.g., recharging of subsurface groundwater, collection of emergency water in District reservoirs, prevention of downstream flooding/contamination etc.).                                                             

· Time and action specific plans to: 
· Mitigate actual/potential risks created by existing water movement patterns, volumes and/or existing control systems, including risks to downstream communities. And
· Implement actual/potential beneficial uses of existing surface and subsurface movement patterns and volumes.
· Timely implementation of risk mitigation/beneficial use movement control plans.
· Full and active Initiative involvement by interested area residents, relevant units of San Mateo County (e.g., Dept of Public Works) and other appropriate entities (e.g., West Bay Sanitary District and LAFCo).
· Documentation and description of all results in a manner necessary to retain confidentiality of features and issues on private property.

Accomplishments:

· Development of interim interrelated 3 phase activity and funding plan for accomplishment of Initiative goals (see above) over a five (5) to (10) year period. 
· Implementation of Phase I on 1/1/09, (to be completed by 12/31/09.
· Proposed implementation of Phase II on 1/1/10 (to be completed by 12/31/10.
· Proposed implementation of Phase III on 1/1/11, (to be completed by no later than 12/31/20, and with an annual District contribution not to exceed $50,000/year subject to an equal or greater contribution by other funding sources.
· Initiation of an active Initiative-related dialogue with the San Mateo County Dept. of Public Works and other potentially relevant entities. 
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
