	What:

	SMART Irrigation Controller aka ET Controller – Up to $60 per irrigation valve converted

	Program Description:

	The District will pay up to $1200 (or $60 per irrigation valve) for the equipment purchase and installation labor to convert traditional time schedule based irrigation controllers to ET/SMART irrigation controllers based on the evapotranspiration needs of landscape plantings. To be eligible for a rebate the controller must be on the list of approved CLIMATE BASED controller makes and models. See the climate based controller listings at: http://www.irrigation.org/SWAT/Industry/ia-tested.asp for a list of currently approved controller models. Additional requirements to qualify for this rebate apply
1. The "smart irrigation" controller site must serve a minimum of 1,200 square feet of landscape. 

2. The residence must be using an average of 20 units or more of water per month (combined indoor and outdoor usage) during the irrigation season months of May through October inclusive.  
3. You must have an existing, working in-ground irrigation system.

4. You must have a free residential water use survey to verify the installation and startup of your controller if you do not use a professional installer.
5. You must promise to maintain the controller in good working order and in use for landscape irrigation purposes at the installation site for a minimum of 3 years.



	What do I need to do?

	· First, be sure you qualify for this rebate according to the conditions set forth in items 1 -3 above. 
Next:

· Solicit quotations from a landscape irrigation professional. To avoid problems and disappointment, be absolutely certain to determine if the person you select has experience in the installation and startup of ET/SMART irrigation controllers. Ask for and speak with references. Be certain that the installer you select chooses equipment from the approved list.
OR
Review the list of approved equipment and obtain, install and program your controller. 
· Also, determine if upgrades or modifications to your current irrigation system are needed to insure satisfactory operation of an ET/SMART irrigation controller. See District rebates for: Modify irrigation system to optimize distribution uniformity for use of MP Rotators and/or SMART Irrigation Controllers.

· Contact a member of the Water Use Efficiency Committee to schedule a professional installation review to verify the installation and startup of your controller if you do not use a professional installer. See: www.LTCWD.org 
· Last, fill in the rebate request form on the flip side of this page (or page two if receiving this information on-line).

	Other Requirements:

	The total rebate paid will not exceed the purchase price of the "smart controller" you select plus up to $200 of installation costs. To be eligible for rebate, your new ET/SMART irrigation controller must be listed on the "Makes and Models List" as noted above. Installation costs, if claimed, are limited to $200, and must be shown as a separate line item on the receipt or as a separate receipt. The District does not rebate for your personal time for installation of an ET/SAMRT controller. Total rebate will be the purchase price with installation (if any) or the $60.00 per active valve rebate, whichever is less.  The District program will not reimburse for any irrigation hardware or other parts required for the installation. Please see the District Irrigation System Modifications rebate program for rebates to cover system modifications. The program is applicable to ET/SMART irrigation controllers purchased and put into service on or after July 1, 2006. 

	Frequently Asked Questions: 

	Q. How much water will an ET/SMART controller save?
A. Estimates vary but other water agencies report savings in the rand of 25% to 35% of the water used for irrigation water usage. (the difference between the summer, May through October, irrigation season monthly billings and the winter, November through April, non irrigation season monthly billings)
Q. Are additional rebates for the installation of ET/SMART irrigation controller available from other agencies?
A.  Not at this time but keep checking to determine if Cal Water has added a rebate for this type on improvement.
