Valid for installations on or after June 5, 2008
	What:

	Clothes Washer Replacement – up to $300 rebate on the purchase a water efficient clothes washer.

	Program Description:

	The district will pay residents of the district up to a total of $300 to purchase and install a water efficient clothes washer. To qualify for this rebate, the product must demonstrate Tier 3 performance which currently specifies water use of less than or equal to 4.5 gallons per cubic foot of wash capacity This  performance criteria is know as water factor (WF). See page 4 from: http://www.cee1.org/resid/seha/rwsh/rwsh-prod.pdf  for a list of Tier 3 qualifying clothes washers.

Note: The intent of the District is to offer clothes washer rebates only for those products that are in the highest efficiency tier of the list maintained by the Consortium for Energy Efficiency (CEE). This list changes frequently and at times the consortium applies more stringent criteria for inclusion in this list or, at times they create a new tier with more stringent criteria. The District rebates will always be linked to only the most efficient tier of the CEE list. That said, the District will, for a reasonable time period after a change in the list,  honor rebate requests if the purchased product was formerly in the most efficient tier but for some reason is no longer in that tier when the rebate request is submitted. 
N.B. Some manufactures, notably Kenmore, offer multiple Model Numbers under the same Product Name. Not all of the models have the same WF and some do not qualify for Tier 3. Please go by Model # only when choosing a product for which you expect to receive a rebate. For a listing of products that shows both Model Number and Product Name please visit the following site: http://www.energystar.gov/index.cfm?fuseaction=clotheswash.display_products_html After looking up your product name at this site, you should go back to the previous site listed above to verify that the product Model # you have selected is in fact a Tier 3 product. 

	What do I need to do?

	 Shop for a washer that meets your requirements and for which the sales people you are working with can provide you with documentation that the water factor (WF) is 4.5 or less. Shopping with copies in hand of the 2 internet based lists noted above can help in this effort. Shop with due diligence. Many sales people are not familiar with the WF specifications. They will attempt to reassure you that the product meets the 4.5 WF specification by pointing out that the product is EnergyStar compliant. However, EnergyStar compliance does not guarantee the Tier 3 or better performance. 
Once your new product has been delivered and installed please fill in the rebate request form on the flip side of this page (or page two if receiving this information on-line). To insure your washer conforms to the 4.5 WF requirement it would be best to have the sales receipt clearly show a model name/number that is on the lists noted above. If that is not available, a copy of some portion of the product packaging or instructional manual that shows the name/model number of a product that conforms to the WF requirements may also be substituted.

	Other Requirements:

	The goal of this program is to promote the efficient use of water by removing old, water inefficient products from service. Please help achieve this goal by not selling, trading, or giving away the product for which you have received a District rebate. All clothes washers should be rendered inoperable and properly disposed of.  

Rebates will be paid for only one machine per household

	Frequently Asked Questions: 

	Q. May I combine this rebate with rebates from other agencies?
A.  Yes!! Both PG&E and Cal Water offer clothes washer rebates. The combined rebate can sometimes exceed $350. However, these rebates are frequently, temporarily suspended when budgeted monies for the rebates are exhausted  for a year. See www.PGE.com & www.Calwater.com
