	What:

	Replace sprinkler heads, impact sprinklers, drip irrigation heads, or older style spray rotors with Hunter MP Rotators, Rainbird R 13-18 or R 17-24 Rotary Nozzles, or other equivalent water efficient distribution devices – up to $5 each for each spray head replaced with an approved water efficient rotator. 

	Program Description:

	The District will pay up to $5 each for the removal and replacement of old style sprinkler heads, impact sprinklers, or spray rotors with new water efficient rotators that have an increased droplet size and improved distribution uniformity.  See: http://www.mprotator.com/products/products.html or http://www.rainbird.com/landscape/products/rotarynozzles/index.htm for a description of currently approved devices.

	What do I need to do?

	 These newly designed spray heads require up to 30% less water in order to produce the same irrigation results. This improved performance is achieved through using heads that produce streams of droplets rather than a finely atomized spray much of which drifts away. To make effective use of these products check the manufacturers web site for recommended spacing and layout to determine if your present system can make effective use of these spray heads. 

· If layout of your present system is satisfactory, then simply choose and install the proper spray head products.
OR

· Modify your system to provide the proper arrangement and spacing of spray heads to optimize the spray head performance and then install the spray heads. See District rebates for: Modify irrigation system to optimize distribution uniformity for use of Rotators.

· Adjust the setting for the amount of time that the irrigation controller runs the circuit with the new rotators.  Rotators Spray Heads have a lower precipitation rate than most other spray head products. So you will probably need to increase the run time accordingly. It’s best to try to check the precipitation rate of the product being replaced prior to making changes. You can do this by spreading a few straight sided cans around the irrigated area and running the irrigation for  ½ hour. Measure the depth of water in the cans and convert to an average, hourly precipitation. Compare this to the precipitation rate for the Rotator product you have selected and adjust the new irrigation time accordingly. 
The  Rotator spray heads are not available in hardware stores or at other common consumer outlets. There are a number of places to buy these products such as Horizon Irrigation in Redwood City, Ewing Irrigation in San Carlos or San Jose, or Urban Farmer in San Francisco. 

Please note that these heads do not mount directly to a ½” pipe raiser. Obtain an appropriate adapter when buying the spray heads or a “popup” type of mount.

	Other Requirements:

	This rebate may be combined with any of the other District rebates for landscape modifications and irrigation system improvements.
