	What:

	Install a pressure regulator to reduce pressure inside a District residence to a level of 65 PSI or less. The District will rebate up to $200 for parts and labor to implement a pressure regulator installation.

	Program Description:

	The flow rate of water in most kitchen and lavatory faucets and in shower heads is directly proportional to the water system pressure. In our District, due to the wide range of elevations the system pressure varies dramatically from about 30 PSI to over 100 PSI. About 65 PSI is optimum to deliver sufficient flow for all of these fixtures. Pressures above 80 PSI significantly increase the risk of burst washing machine or other interconnect hoses. The District will rebate up to $200 for the parts and labor necessary for the installation of a regulator to reduce the pressure of water used inside the residence.

	What do I need to do?

	 This is a task that, for most of us, is best performed by a plumber. Find a local plumber(s) whom you trust, get some competitive quotes, and have the installation performed. Use the form on the reverse side of this sheet or on page 2 if you obtained the form online, fill out the appropriate information and mail to the District along with your receipts. If you perform the installation yourself, please bear in mind that the District does not provide a rebate  for the value of your personal labor.
