	What: 

	Replace turf grass lawns with low water use plantings or grasses. Up to $1 per sqft replaced. Maximum $1000

	Program Description:

	The District will pay up to $1 per sqft (maximum $1000) for the conversion of existing turf grass lawns into a landscape that is generally recognized as needing low or no water once established. A good source of information for the selection of plant materials for installation in the re-landscaped areas is “Plants and Landscapes for Summer-Dry Climates of the San Francisco Bay Region” published by the East Bay Municipal Utilities District. (ISBN 0-9753231-1-3).  To take advantage of this rebate, customers should submit a plan to the Water Use Efficiency Committee for pre-approval of the design and selection of plant material. This rebate is not intended to compensate customers for the installations in newly landscaped areas and is not intended to compensate residents for simply abandoning existing turf grass plantings. This type of installation will often be done in conjunction with revisions to the irrigation system as suggested in the conversion to Rotary Spray Heads. The $1 per sqft may be applied to both materials and labor necessary to complete the task of re-landscaping existing turf grass plantings..

	What do I need to do?

	 To take advantage of this rebate, customers should:

1. Consider the design and types of plants for the re-landscaping that you intend to undertake.

2. Make a rough drawing with some dimensioning to show the existing turf grass area that you intend to modify. Specify the number of sqft of turf grass to be removed.
3. On the same drawing or on a second drawing show a rough layout with the proposed plant types, mulching, and other pertinent details
4. Submit the drawings of the proposed changes to a member of the Water Use Efficiency Committee for approval. 

5. Install your new landscape. Please keep receipts for materials and invoices for the labor (if you use a contractor). Be sure to indicate which portions of the materials and labor are applicable to the approved portion of the plan submitted if you plan to do other work at the same time.
6. Once the installation is completed, please fill in the rebate request form on the flip side of this page (or page two if receiving this information on-line). Remember, the maximum rebate under this plan is $1000 and may not exceed the cost of removal of existing turf grass plus the labor and materials expended for re-landscaping.


	Other Requirements:

	This rebate may be combined with any of the other District rebates for landscape modifications and irrigation system improvements.
