Valid for installations on or after April 1, 2009
	What:

	Shower head Replacement – up to $50 rebate on the installation of low flow showerheads

	Program Description:

	The district will pay residents of the district up to a total of $50 for materials and/or a professional plumber/handyman to install shower heads having a flow rate less than or equal to 2.0 gallons per minute (gpm) as a replacement for a shower head having a flow rate of 2.5 gpm or more. (Note: Per the Federal Energy Policy Act of 1992, the 2.5 gpm flow rate is the current maximum allowed for single shower heads on the market.)

	What do I need to do?

	 Shop for and install a shower head that meets your needs or request a plumber to show you products that meet your needs and have a flow rate of less than 2.0 gpm.  Contrary to other products like toilets and clothes washers there does not seem to be, as yet in the United States, a compendium of makes and models along with flow rates and some form of uniform performance testing. The EPA is working on this. Check http://www.epa.gov/watersense/pp/showerheads.htm  to see if this work has been completed –scheduled for 1st half 2009.  One approach is to research available products by Googleing something like “Low Flow Shower Heads” and see what comes up. Nextag for instance will show a wide range of different products and often will show the flow rate. The District has tested a number of shower heads from different manufacturers over the past year. Most often, satisfactory performance is demonstrated by showerheads that inject air into the stream, thereby creating a larger droplet size. Most such shower heads are priced in the $50 or greater range. 
If you find something that you really like please share your information with the Los Trancos County Water District Water Use Efficiency Committee.

Once your new product has been installed please fill in the rebate request form on the flip side of this page (or page two if receiving this information on-line). To insure your shower head conforms to the 2.0 gpm or less requirement it would be best to have the sales receipt clearly show a model name/number. If that is not available, a copy of some portion of the product packaging that shows the name/model number of a product or a stated flow rate may also be substituted.

	Other Requirements:

	The goal of this program is to promote the efficient use of water by removing old, water inefficient products from service. Please help achieve this goal by not selling, trading, or giving away the product for which you have received a District rebate. All shower heads replaced under this program should be properly recycled.  

	Frequently Asked Questions: 

	Q. May I combine this rebate with rebates from other agencies?
A.  No other agencies offer rebates on shower heads at this time.
